
Project Background
In May 1995 the building survey was
initiated by the Terrace Park Woman’s Club
to compile an historical record of former and
current buildings - the club continues to
provide support. All residents were asked
to fill out a survey form and to share
information about various buildings. As
interest and information grew, it was
decided to put the results on the web. The
website was designed by Lee Cole and is
now maintained by Carol C. and Lee Cole.

The website describes about 925 buildings
– approximately 50 of which are
replacement houses.

The first building in what became Terrace
Park was Covalt Station, built in 1789. By
1805 there were two log houses: one for
John Smith and one for the William and
Elizabeth Highlands family. The Little Miami
Railroad reached the area by 1841, bringing
with it an increase in the number of settlers.
In 1893 the Village was incorporated.

According to the 2000 census Terrace Park
had 2267 residents covering 1.25 square
miles. Its population is not expected to
change significantly since building lots are
in short supply.

Many people move from house to house
within the Village or marry within the Village.
Links are provided to follow these moves.

Area mapping capabilities are included.

Objective
The objective is to record the history of
every building in Terrace Park. The
following information is provided when
known.
 Building description, materials, style,

date built, etc.
 Location – subdivision and lot
 Owners and residents – past and

present
 Photographs – present (and past where

available)
 Index to land deeds for each property

back to the early 1800s.
 Census information
 Burials
 Cemetery records
 Articles, Reports, Books

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Website Operation
This is a large intuitive and easy to use
website with many options available to find
information sought.

Search by person’s name or other text
Enter the name in the field provided and
press enter.

A list of all the houses (files) which contain
that text will be displayed. Click on any one
to view the full text.

Search by House Number
1. Click on the street index to display a list

of streets.

2. Click on the desired house number

3. The house information is displayed,
including a list of owners and other
historical information.

Additional Information
Note three fields at the top under the title.
These are links to additional information
about that building.

1. Photos – current and past photos of the
building are displayed

2. Deeds – an index to land deeds for each
property back to the early 1800s is
provided.

3. Census – census records from 1810 to
1930. A 1900 example is shown.

Vital Statistics
Birth and death information is included with
the houses and cemetery records.

Burials
Cemeteries where Terrace Park residents
and other persons of interest are buried.
Search by surname or cemetery.
